Week 4 Spring 2 2026

Another fun week learning about many more celebrations from around the world.
We started the week with great excitement as we looked at the chicks that had hatched from our ‘living eggs’, we found out about what they eat and got to hold them and see close up how they are already developing their adult feathers. We talked about the basic life cycle of a hen and created our own life cycle picture.

We made our own finger print rainbow and coloured in a leprechaun, do pop and see these hanging in our classroom.
On Wednesday we learnt about the special festival of Eid that is celebrated by Muslims signalling the end to Ramadan. The children really enjoyed watching a video showing a girl and her family getting ready and then celebrating this festival. There was lots of discussion about the similarities and differences they noticed between this and some of the festivals they are more familiar with for example Christmas.
Thursday saw us starting to learn about the Christian festival, there is lots to learn and we will continue with this next week, including taking part in the Easter church service.
We finished the week with Red Nose Day where we learnt about this fund raising day, how people encourage others to have fun whilst raising money to help people whose lives are not always as happy.
All of these activities this week help the children to begin to understand and have respect and tolerance, important British and worldwide values.
Alongside all these fun activities we have also continued with our daily maths – investigating the measurement of weight, using the language of heavy, light, heavier than, lighter than and having great fun comparing objects using our scales. We have also been focusing on the composition of number, learning a great song to help us with knowing pairs of numbers that make 5. In phonics we have been finding out about endings of words including adding ‘ing’. We continue to enjoy practising our burgeoning reading skills and are starting to see these in our writing.
As part of our topic about plants (What’s in the garden?) we have been looking at the different signs of spring including the plants that are starting to grow. We had a wonderful warm Spring day to explore our school grounds to see these signs. We have also been talking about the new born animals that we might see in Spring and were lucky enough to see lambs in school thanks to Mr Birch and Wilf.
